Worksite check-in runs from 8
to 8:15am. Please wait in your
car if you arrive at the worksite
before then.

Tool Safety

that will only be used by you. If
you bring hand tools, they must
be marked and stay with you.

Social Distance

We are limiting the number of
volunteers on site to help
maintain a healthy social
distance while working.
